LIVER PSEUDOCIRRHOSIS IN METASTATIC BREAST CARCINOMA: UNVEILING A RARE COMPLICATION
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ABSTRACT
[bookmark: _Hlk176347974]Pseudocirrhosis is an uncommon yet significant complication observed in breast cancer patients following chemotherapy. It refers to radiological findings of diffuse hepatic macronodules that resemble liver cirrhosis, although without the histopathological characteristics typically seen in true cirrhosis. This condition often signals advanced disease and poor prognosis. We present a case of a 48 years old female with a history of right breast metastatic carcinoma who developed pseudocirrhosis following neoadjuvant chemotherapy. Despite aggressive treatment, the patient exhibited progressive hepatic dysfunction and radiologic findings consistent with cirrhosis, though without underlying liver disease. This case underscores the importance of recognizing pseudocirrhosis as a potential complication in metastatic breast cancer, highlighting the need for vigilant monitoring and a tailored approach to management. Early identification of this condition is crucial, as it may influence therapeutic decisions and overall patient care.
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
